[bookmark: _GoBack]GREATER NOTTINGHAM TRANSPORT PARTNERSHIP
Notes – 1st June 2011 at Nottingham City Council, the Gatehouse, Hounds Gate. 

1. Welcome and Apologies

2. Local Sustainable Transport Fund – Chris Carter, City Council and Kevin Sharman, County Council
Chris provided a further update on the proposals for the Nottingham Urban area bid which is to include some projects in Arnold and Beeston as well as in the City. A summary paper is attached and a first bid for £5m was submitted in April and a decision is expected in July. A further expression of interest around £11m is to be submitted by 6th June but if successful a further business case and plan will be needed with final decisions in 2012.

Kevin confirmed that bids along similar lines to those in the City would be submitted for urban areas in the County such as Mansfield, there would be a smart ticketing element with Stagecoach, an active travel element and a business support package

GNTP members such as Steve Beverley offered letters of support for the Nottingham urban area bid. 

3. Major Transport Related Schemes
3.1. HS2 – Grant Butterworth, City Council
It was explained that the ‘NO’ lobby was gaining momentum in areas close to the proposed route from London to Birmingham but that Core Cities and others such as Derby in the midlands and north were making the case ‘FOR’ on employment and economic grounds. It was agreed that this was an important long term project for the area and that GNTP would support present proposals as well as promoting the need for London in 90 and electrification of MML. GNTP want to take a role in getting the support of local businesses prior to the closure of the consultation at the end of July

3.2. A453 – Kevin Sharman, County Council
The proposed widening was not in the present tranche of construction schemes but had a good business and safety case and could be ready to start quickly if the results of a public enquiry were positive. The Local Enterprise Zone proposed for the Boots site made the economic justification stronger. In order to move forward more quickly the County would be proposing a £20m contribution whilst a Regional Growth Fund Bid might increase the local contribution. CEOs of local companies were supporting a lobby and GNTP would continue to do so.

3.3. Broadmarsh & Victoria Centre Developments - Grant Butterworth, City Council 
The present scope and status of the proposed ambitious developments were outlined. GNTP recognised the importance of retail developments such as these to Nottingham and hoped that it would be possible to deliver both without harming the areas between the two centres.

4. GNTP Policy Position – Gary Smerdon-White GNTP
Following discussion at the previous GNTP meeting a draft paper was discussed. In general the paper was satisfactory but the following suggestions were made:
4.1. Integration activity should include the potential of the BigWheel brand and toolkit to provide integrated marketing
4.2. The charging project and the local stance on electric vehicles should be included
4.3. Freight is not a major issue within itself , the most important thing is to ensure good routes are available
4.4. Tourism, Retail and the general visitor economy need to be referenced – in this context the need for balance between parking prices, WPL and accessibility needs to be recognised.
4.5. We need to support LTP funding opportunities if they arise
4.6. We could provide strong support for the LEP e.g. BigWheel toolkit
4.7. Consider renaming as the Nottingham Core City Transport Partnership
It was strongly felt that the paper should feature up-front more of what we do in Nottingham rather than our views on major schemes where we could possibly only use our influence

5. Public Transport Update – Andy Gibbons, City Council
5.1. Citycard cycle hire and storage plans
The proposed scheme whereby there would be satellite cycle parking and hire (using the citycard) for onward transfer to workplaces from the city centre was outlined. These would be at places such as park and ride sites with good bike infrastructure around it. The loan bikes would require a deposit but could be free with a bus ticket. It would initially be a low tech solution starting with Broadmarsh bus station and there are many issues to overcome before it is fully implemented.

5.2. Real time information project
Nottingham had moved away from Leicester’s control and management system, more displays are being installed on the highway and in vehicles. Over 40 routes will soon be supported. I-Phone Applications are in place.

6. GNTP/BigWheel Forum Feedback, Cycle Forum - Helen Hemstock/Gary Smerdon-White, GNTP
The Business Forum had been very successful with two excellent speakers, the CEO of Boots Health and Beauty and the MD of EON Energy Solutions.

The Cycle Forum was planned for 23rd June and the aim was to start to get input into priorities for the next Cycling Action Plan

7. Matters arising from previous meetings – see Appendix 1
7.1. GNTP Future 
Funding proposals are awaited from the County regarding support of GNTP work associated with the LSTF bid. 

7.2. Navigator Communications Plan 
NCT and the City PT team have started developing their support packages for the scheme. Further activity is planned including 
· Direct  approaches to major visitor destinations and large companies with high numbers of visitors
· Prime local printers and marketing/advertising agencies to use zones in addresses
· There was general agreement that there would have to be further follow-up on the pack and that consideration should then be given to getting the concept over to the public possibly through a media activity.

7.3. Rail Matters
7.3.1. Recognising the long development time scales for HS2 it was important to still press for ‘London in 90’ and electrification of midland mainline - the case for electrification of MML is strong – possibly 2014-19
7.3.2. London in 90 will need a further investment of £27m on top of the existing scheme proposal – a Lobby is in progress by Councils along the route and Regional Growth Fund might be used.
7.3.3. Further work is being done to secure:-
7.3.3.1. Nottingham to Leeds journey time reductions
7.3.3.2. A new Manchester service
7.3.3.3. Reductions in journey times to Lincoln giving a 35 minute journey – this would cost £1m, there is a lobby for this and could be subject of a RGF bid.
7.3.3.4. More trains to Grantham and Newark
7.3.3.5. More carriages to Liverpool

7.4. Cycle to Work Guarantee
GNTP members are encouraged to sign up to the guarantee

7.5. Electric charging points
Presently it is proposed plug-in points be at places like Park and Ride sites however the city would be pleased to discuss possibilities with businesses in the City and surrounding area.
